Costume Guidelines and Character Information

o |t can fit someone anywhere from 5’2" - 5'6”

o Costumed Dragon must be accompanied by a representative
(from your station or organization) at all times, to guide Dragon
around and answer questions.

oo The costume is warm to wear! Wearers should get a
water/bathroom break at least every 20 minutes, or more often if
they are outside or in hot temperatures. Costume wearers should
not wear anything heavier than light shorts and a t-shirt/tank top
(and socks on their feet) inside the costume. Please have plenty
of water on hand. Ice packs can also be helpful.

o The Dragon costume is heavy on the wearer’s shoulders
o Dragon doesn't speak.
oo Dragon should never take his costume head off in view of children.

oo Dragon is not allowed to endorse products or commercial
businesses.

oo Dragon cannot perform with other costumed characters, though
they may appear in different areas of the same event.

oo Dragon should NOT do anything objectionable like lift his leg or
push a kid. Always assume a young child is nearby and watching
Dragon's every move.



o Dragon can wave, point in the direction he wants people to go,
hug people, pat the tops of their heads, hold hands, shake hands,
rub his tummy, put his arm on people’s shoulders, and wave some
more.

o Dragon is: friendly, loyal, curious, protective, irresistible, lovable,
heroic, eager, fun loving, big-hearted and enthusiastic.

o Dragon is innocent, adorable and very "other" centered — it's not
about him, it's all about his family and his friends.

o The key is that Dragon is really a kid at heart so he would never
think of doing anything that a bigger kid would do — he's just a little
kid. Dragon’s target audience is 3 - 7 year old children.

oo Dragon does not sing or dance onstage.

«~ Be careful with the costume- Do not let food near Dragon. Also be

gentle with the zipper.

About Dragon

Dragon is a stop-motion preschool series about an endearing blue dragon who
views life from a slightly different — and incredibly humorous -- angle. Set in a
colorful world, each episode follows Dragon and his menagerie of animal pals as
they explore themes identifiable to children: friendship, being afraid and trying
new things. As Dragon playfully skips through his day, his learning moments and
problem-solving strategies are later underscored at the end of each episode.
