Adult dragonflies eat flies,
bees, small insects, and are predators

of harmful insects, such as the
mosquito.

Stages of Malaria:
1. Infected mosquito bites a human.

2. Parasite enters the bloodstream 
and travels rapidly to the liver.

3. Parasite starts multiplying in liver. It then 
comes out of the liver, gets into the bloodstream,
attaches to and enters red blood cells,
and multiplies further.

4. Parasite-infected blood cells burst.The human 
gets sick. Parasites find other red blood cells 

to infect, and multiply further.
5. Another mosquito ingests 

the infected person s blood,
and then flies off to carry 

the parasite to a 
new human.
