; Take one strand of each color,
about 3 feet long, and tie them
all in one knot at the top.

Using your tape, secure the top
\ \ ///é knot to a desk or hard surface,
| allowing your strings to extend
freely below.
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Pick up your first string, and
loop it over then under your
second string. Hold your second
string straight as you pull the
first string to make a knot.

Repeat Step 4, creating a
double knot.

Take your first string and make a
double knot (See Steps 4 and 5)
around your third string.

Take your first string and make a
double knot (See Steps 4 and 5)
around your fourth string.
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Repeat Steps 4-7 starting
with your left strand, making
double knots across each of
the other strands.

Continue until you’ve formed the
entire bracelet.

To complete your bracelet, tie
one knot with all of the strings.
Trim off any extra string.
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
