Sunlight.
Tree leaves absorb energy  

from the sun, which provides  

the tree with all the energy it  

needs to power the process  

of photosynthesis.

Glucose (C6H12O6).
Glucose is a sugar that is produced  

and sent down the ol’ petiole  

(the stalky bit that connects the  

leaf to its local branch), to help  

the tree make more tree.

Water (H2O).
Water is drawn up through 

the tree’s roots. The tree uses 

water to combine with carbon 

to create fairy floss ... I mean 

... glucose.

Carbon dioxide (CO2).
Leaves (or needles) draw in carbon 

dioxide (CO2) from the air, kindly 

keeping hold of the carbon (C)  

from that equation, and using  

it to make lovely glucose.

Oxygen (O2).
