Welcome to Bailey Elementary

A greenhouse is a building with glass walls and ceilings where plants
are grown. A tiny greenhouse is known as a cold frame. You can make
your own small greenhouse by following the steps below:

1. Fill one clear cup with soil and plant seeds.

2. Add a drop of water.

3. Put another cup on top and tape the two cups together.

4. Carefully poke a few small holes in the top and place it in the sun.
5. Gently open top cup to water if the soil appears dry.

6. Watch for growth.

Did you know that gases in the earth’s atmosphere trap the sun’s heat,
making what is know as the Greenhouse Effect? It makes the earth
warmer. Perhaps you’ve heard the term global warming? The main
Gases in the Greenhouse effect are water vapor, carbon dioxide, me-
thane, ozone, nitrous oxide, and chlorofluorocarbons. Some human ac-
tivities are adding too much of these gases to the atmosphere. Circle
the activities than can hurt our environment through global warming.
