Standard: Blending two-four phonemes into recognizable words/Segmenting one syllable    

*The Segmenting/Blending Arm! (whole group) Use your arm as a teaching tool. First say the initial sound in the word and touch your shoulder. Next say the second sound in the word and touch the antecubital space (the inside crease of the elbow). Last say the ending sound in the word. With a sweeping motion take your hand and place it on your shoulder and sweep the inside of the arm to your hand and blend the sounds together to create the word. I’ll use the word “bat” as an example. Put your right hand on your left shoulder and say the “b” sound. Place your hand on the inside crease of your elbow and say the “a” sound. Last place your hand on your other hand and say the “t” sound. Finish with pushing the sounds together and making a sweeping motion with your right hand on your shoulder to hand and say the word bat.

Materials needed: an arm
