



*What’s in the Bag? (whole group) Take a paper bag and fill it with as many different objects that you can find around your class or go to the dollar store. (I love the 15 plastic farm, zoo, and ocean animals you can find at a dollar store.) Reach inside the bag and say, I can see a /f/-/i/-/sh/ Ask the students if they can guess what you see. If they are right bring out the object. If they are wrong keep it inside the bag. Let the students take turns to eventually be the leader who sees the object in the bag. To integrate this activity with the It’s All About Me theme, have each student bring in something that represents himself or herself. Make sure they know that it needs to be small so it will fit in the paper bag. Put all the items in the bag and then throughout the week play the What’s in the Bag game. After segmenting the word, let the students share how the object he or she brought represents who they are. Give them examples to build on. Ideas for thematic bags: a season bag, a bug bag, a dinosaur or a farm bag.
