Standard: Add, delete, or change target sounds to change words 





*Fill Your Word Bucket! (literacy center) Find two buckets. One bucket is filled with vowels and one bucket is filled with consonants. Have the students choose two letters from the consonant bucket and one letter from the vowel bucket. Make sure they always put the vowel in the middle. Take the two letters from the consonant bucket and put them at the beginning and at the end of the word. Sound out the word then switch the beginning letter and the ending letter. Read the word again. Choose a different vowel from the vowel bucket and have your students continue to read the word with the new vowel. Materials needed: two buckets and all letters written multiple times on white paper.
Follow these directions:

1. Choose two letters from the consonant bucket

2. Choose one letter from the vowel bucket
3. Put the vowel in the middle 
4. Put one of the consonants at the beginning of the word 
5. Put the other consonant at the end of the word
6. Read the word
7. Switch the beginning letter and the ending letter. 
8. Read the word again. 
9. Choose a different vowel from the vowel bucket

10. Read the word 

11. Repeat the directions
