Peer Evaluation Sheet

Directions: 

1. Self-evaluation - Exchange texts with a partner (or group member) and have your partner read your draft back to you out loud. During this time, listen for what you do not understand or would like to improve. Allow all group members to listen to their own drafts being read by somebody else.
2. First-edit – Fix any changes that you feel are necessary. Consider the following: Did you understand your own main point? Did you repeat the same thing over and over again? Did your examples make sense?

3. Peer-evaluation – Read your draft aloud as your partner (or group members) listen and take notes. Give your partner time to finish taking notes using this evaluation sheet. When everybody is finished taking notes, allow listeners to begin sharing.

Sharing Rules:

a. Listeners will restate the writer’s main point.

b. Listeners will identify at least one specific strength (word choice, a good example, etc.).

c. Listeners will ask specific questions (I did not understand when you said…).

d. Listeners will identify one specific way the draft can be improved.

e. The writer cannot respond until your partner (or all group members) has finished sharing.

f. The writer will repeat back how the draft is to be improved.

4. Repeat step three until everybody has been evaluated.
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
