At Home Requirements:
· Read at least one book on your person. This can be read by the parent if necessary.
· Use at least 1 additional source. A source might be a reputable website, another book, magazine article, interview with a historian, video, etc.
· Complete the biography poster. A sample poster is attached.

At School Requirements:
· Create a stamp that represents your person.
· Write an opinion letter telling why your person should be selected to be on a stamp.
· Complete a digital project.
· Present your biography poster to the class.


Biography Poster:
Portrait: This may be drawn or printed
Read All About: This is the MOST IMPORTANT SECTION. This should be a mini-biography written in sentences/paragraphs. It should include major events from the person’s life. The paper should not appear to be plagiarized or written by mom. (Adult help is totally ok, but it should be the student’s work.) There is an attached form that may help you write this. You do not have to use this form.
Mini Movie: Select three important events from the person’s life and illustrate them in order. Add a caption telling what and when the event was. Captions do not have to be sentences. Add a title in the box above the film strip.
Quotable Quote: Find a famous or interesting quote from this person. They should be written exactly, since they are quotes!
Life Lesson: What lesson should you learn from this person? Examples might be treat everyone fairly, be persistent, work hard, etc.
Five Words: List five words to describe the person. Words like “nice” or “good” will not be counted.
Final Fact: Add any other interesting fact. You might find something fun like their pet, nickname, favorite food, or just something that didn’t fit anywhere else you’d like to include.
Super Resources: You need to have one book and one additional resource (which could also be a book) for this report. You may have more. If you don’t have room, list them on the back.
