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Folding Directions: 

1. Cut the page along the line above. You will fold the page like a paper airplane without wings.

2. Fold down the center line of the grid.

3. Open the page.

4. Fold the top left and top right corners each into the center, making right triangles.

5. Fold the same portions again, condensing the triangles.
