Dear Parents,


In the classroom, children have the right to learn and the teacher has the right to teach without being interrupted. I am sorry, but XXXXXXXX’s behavior is at a point where she needs to be on a behavior contract. Since XXXXXXXX’s behavior is keeping me from teaching and is interfering with her learning as well as keeping others from learning, the staff and I will be working with XXXXXXXX on the following behaviors in class, at recess and at lunch. 

1. Appropriate, immediate, and respectful responses to others.

2. Keeping hands, feet, other body parts and objects to herself.

3. Following directions in a timely fashion.

4. Staying on task

Each time XXXXXXXX chooses non-compliance to these behaviors, she will receive an “X” on her daily behavior report, and the following will occur:

1. For the first “X” on her sticker card she will be required to sit out for ten minutes of a recess period.

2. After the second “X” in a day, she will have a 20 minute “Time Out” and her parents will be contacted.

3. After the third “X” in a day, her parents will be called and someone will need to take her home for the remainder of the day.

We are all working to provide an environment that is conducive to learning for all students. XXXXXXXX’s contract will start at the beginning of every school day. The day will be divided into 3 time periods: 1) Start of day to Recess, 2) Recess to Lunch, 3) Lunch to dismissal. XXXXXXXX will earn a sticker for every period of appropriate behavior. Three stickers are possible for each day. At the end of a week, if XXXXXXXX has 12 stickers for the week, she will receive 5 raffle tickets from Miss Jang.

In order to support this program at home, please ask how her day went, and praise her for a day with 3 stickers.  If you so choose, provide a small reward such as ice cream, for 12 stickers in a week. Also, provide consequences for inappropriate behavior at school, at home. 

Through the joint efforts of the school and family working together it is our hope that XXXXXXXX’s behavior will improve and allow her to excel academically to her potential. Thank you for your support.

In the event of a day that XXXXXXXX earns three “X’s”, and if a parent is unable to pick him up, please contact the following people to take her home for the remainder of the day.
