The first thing I do when I’m 

in a new place is take notes about everything I notice. 

I look closely at the buildings, the people, and the 

cheese! Second, I find out more by interviewing people 

and searching for facts in books and on the Internet.

What 

does this character want? What would he 

or she do? Once I’ve figured that out, I’m 

ready to write my story!
