
Lesson 1: Fairy-Tale 
Match
What it Teaches: fire safety, 
matching
What You Need: Classroom 
Poster (reverse of this 
guide), Student Worksheet 1,  
whiteboard or chart paper, 
markers, pencils
What to Do:

1. Hang the Classroom 
Poster in an easy-to-see lo-
cation. Invite students to call 
out the names of any fairy-
tale characters they recog-
nize. Some of the characters 
in the poster are practicing 
fire-safety. 
2. It is important to have a 
home fire-escape plan and 
to practice it so that every-
one knows what to do if a 
fire occurs. Write the steps 
of a fire-escape plan on the 
board or chart paper:
• A grown-up should test 
smoke alarms at least once 
a month.
• Know two ways out of every 
room.
• Pick an Outside Meeting 
Place.
• If the smoke alarm sounds, 
get outside and stay outside.
• Go to your Outside Meeting 
Place and stay there.
3. Distribute copies of 
Student Worksheet 1. Ask 
students to work in pairs to 

match the fairy-tale charac-
ter to his or her fire-safety 
activity in the poster.
Answer Key: Rapunzel—
Knows two ways out; Three 
Little Pigs—Draw a home 
fire-escape plan; Three 
Bears—Learn about install-
ing home fire sprinklers; 
Three Blind Mice—Grown-
ups should test smoke 
alarms at least once a 
month; Snow White—Do 
your home fire drill.

Lesson 2: The Steps  
to Fire Safety
What it Teaches: fire safety, 
following verbal directions, 
logic, role-playing
What You Need: Student  
Worksheet 2. 
What to Do: 

1. When the smoke alarm 
sounds, students should fol-
low the steps in order:
• Get out of the home.
• Go to your Outside Meeting 
Place and stay outside.
2. Help students role-play 
these fire-safety behaviors in 
order.
3. Distribute copies of 
Student Worksheet 2 and 
work as a class to read the 
clues and solve the puzzle.
Answer Key: Momma Bear—
1, red; Papa Bear—3, green; 
Baby bear—2, blue

Lesson 3: A Home  
Fire-Escape Plan
What it Teaches: escape-
planning, writing
What You Need: Student 
Worksheet 3
What to Do:

1. Assess student under-
standing of fire-escape 
planning. Ask: Why is it 
important for a grown-up to 
test smoke alarms once a 
month? (to make sure they 
work) How can your family 
make sure everyone knows 
what to do if there is a fire? 
(make a home fire-escape 
plan) What should you do if 
the smoke alarms sound in 
your home? (get outside and 
stay outside) Where should 
you go when you leave your 
home? (family’s Outside 
Meeting Place).
2. Distribute copies of  
Student Worksheet 3. In-
struct student pairs to write 
a sentence for each picture.
Answer Key: An adult is 
testing the smoke alarm; 
the family makes a home 
fire-escape plan; the smoke 
alarm is sounding; the fam-
ily is getting out; the family 
is at the Outside Meeting 
Place.
